Put Your 1st Draft Under the RADAR

Revising: Make your writing BETTER.

Editing: Make your writing CORRECT.

Today you will be working on revising the first draft of your essay using a specific process: RADAR.  When you are revising, simply think about make the ideas more specific, more focused, and more detailed.  Think about rearranging your words to improve flow.  Think about improving accuracy.  DO NOT worry about making corrections to spelling or punctuation.  That is editing, and that is a separate process.

RADAR stands for Replace, Add, Delete, (And) Re-order.  Here’s how it works:
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	· Overused words
· Weak verbs with strong verbs
· Weak adjectives with strong adjectives
· Common nouns with proper nouns
· “dead” words

	· Detail
· Description
· New Information
· Figurative Language (Similes, Metaphors, Personification etc.)
· Development to clarify meaning
· Development to expand ideas 

	· Unnecessary repetitions 
· Unimportant or irrelevant information

· Parts that might belong in another piece of writing
	· The sequence to produce a desired effect
· For a more logical order
